
List of Professions/Occupations mandated by special laws that do not require registration in the Trade Register:
Guidance list no.1
Regarding: Liberal professions, economic activities, whose functioning is organised and regulated by special laws and those with special legal regime, by establishing some functioning restrictions or other interdictions
Definitions:

· Community legislation: Directive 2005/36/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council on the recognition of professional qualifications: “… liberal professions are those practised on the basis of relevant professional qualifications in a personal, responsible and professionally independent capacity by those providing intellectual and conceptual services in the interest of the client and the public. The exercise of the profession might be subject in the Member States, in conformity with the Treaty, to specific legal constraints based on national legislation and on the statutory provisions laid down autonomously, within the framework, by the respective professional representative bodies, safeguarding and developing their professionalism and quality of service and the confidentiality of relations with the client.”
· Romanian legislation: treats globally the liberal professions inside the regulated professions and the independent activities, by GEO no. 49/2009 on freedom of establishment and freedom of service providers to provide services in Romania, corroborated with Law no. 200/2004 on the recognition of diplomas and professional qualification for the regulated professions from Romania and with the fiscal legislation.
Related to independent activities that require authorization and registration pursuant to GEO 44/2008, and which must operate under special conditions

In order to comply with G.E.O. no. 44/2008 on carrying out economic activities by authorized natural persons, sole partnerships and family partnerships, article 1, it is useful to group those activities in 3 categories of regulated professions:

· liberal professions, operating under the law and by registering in a register kept by a public authority or a professional body, based on which the fiscal registration takes place;

· regulated professions, meaning either prohibition of functioning as independent activity or providing for special conditions;
· independent activities, requiring certain training conditions.

In order for the liberal professions to be framed as such require the fulfillment of the cumulative following conditions:
· a legal document regulating the field
· a public authority or a professional body that verifies the fulfillment of the conditions for carrying out the profession, releases the authorization  and record it in a register;

· an express provision in the legal document through which the profession operates based on the authorization and/or the member legitimation.
