PRESS RELEASE
Regarding the completion of the project “Romanian Electronic System for interconnection of NTRO with BRIS”

On the 31st of December, 2018, the National Trade Register Office (NTRO) completes the implementation of the project “Romanian Electronic System for interconnection of NTRO with BRIS”, action number 2016-RO-IA-0041, approved in the programme CEF Telecom 2016 call - Business Registers Interconnection System (CEF-TC-2016-1), financed by the European Union, Innovation and Networks Executive Agency, in compliance with the Grant Agreement No. INEA/CEF/ICT/A2016/1193897. Implementation schedule of the project March 2017 – December 2018.

The funds for carrying out the project submitted by the National Trade Register Office and approved in the programme CEF Telecom 2016 call - Business Registers are of 547.134 euro, from which 136.784 euro represent the contribution of the National Trade Register Office (25 %), the rest of maximum 410.350 euro (75%) is the contribution of the European Union through the programme CEF-BRIS, with a pre-finance in amount of 205.175 euro. The value of 547.134 euro consists of the following activities, as it follows: Project management, Preparation and analyse, Solution Design, Installation and configuration of the BRIS local portal system, Installation and configuration of the component e-Delivery, Training and dissemination.
BRIS – Business Registers Interconnection System represents the result of the cooperation between the European Commission and the governments of the EU Member States and consists of a central services portal named European Central Portal (ECP) which has the role of interconnecting the trade registers of the Member States which may use the e-Justice portal as European electronic access point to information on companies. The project “Romanian Electronic System for interconnection of NTRO with BRIS” is a common effort of the European Commission and Romania, through the Ministry of Justice and NTRO, as implementing body. 
Nationally, the actions regarding BRIS are part of the Strategy of Development of the Judicial System 2015 – 2020, that stipulates the necessity of adoption some measures for the “consolidation of the institutional capacity of the National Trade Register Office, of the trade register system and of the integrated electronic system of the National Trade Register Office” (chapter III, pt. B – c).

For achieving the established objectives, the project allows the Trade Register to connect to the central platform in order to ensure interoperability and communication with the other registers and with the European e-Justice portal, contributing to releasing safer, secured services, available in all EU languages; as well as lower cost for European citizens and consumers, an easier and faster access to public services.
The general purpose of financing is represented by the acquisition of services for analysing and designing the electronic system, as well as of hardware and software goods and of services for software development for achieving the electronic system through which are implemented the provisions of Law no. Law no. 152/2015 for amending and supplementing certain legal documents regarding registration in the trade register related to the implementation of the Directive 2012/17/EU on the interconnection of central, commercial and companies registers. The following information registered in the trade register kept by NTRO shall be available, free of charge, through BRIS:
· name and the legal form of the person registered in the trade register;

· registered/professional office of the person registered in the trade register and the Member State where it is registered;
· order number in the trade register of the incorporated/registered person, European unique identifier (EUID) and unique fiscal registration code;
· company’s status.

The main results after the implementation of the project are:

· increase confidence in the European Single Market by ensuring a safer business environment for consumers, creditors and other business partners;
· higher degree of legal certainty as to the information in the European Business Registers;
· an improvement of the cooperation relations between business registers in Europe for procedures concerning cross-border mergers and the exchange of relevant information regarding the companies’ branches;
· improvement of data quality in the internal business registers in a cross-border context;
· digital implementation of cross-border processes;
· enhance confidence and facilitate the cross –border access to information on companies.
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
